 Lue Bartlett is one of the remarkable, 
well educated, independent women of her 
time who paid heed to Horace Greeleyôs    
earlier advice to young men, ñGo Westò.  
  She was born near Knobnoster,     
Missouri in October 1908 and grew up there.  
Lue attended college in Missouri to become a 
school teacher.  After obtaining her degree, 
she came west and taught school  in  several 
of the then existing mining camps and small 
towns.  Lue married Frank Bartlett during the 
1940ôs in Battle Mountain, Nevada.  She 
taught multiple grades in a one-room school 
house in Copper Canyon, a small mining 
camp south of Battle Mountain.  They moved 
to Henderson in 1948, where she continued 
teaching until she retired in the late 1960ôs. 
 It was also in the 1960ôs that Lue and 
Frank started collecting rocks as a hobby, and 
began learning and practicing the Lapidary 
Arts.  She took lessons in Lost Wax Casting 
from Bob Winston, which has since been her 
main focus in the jewelry trade.  Aside from 
cutting and polishing her own stones as well 
as fabricating (soldering) custom settings, she 
has collected stones from sites all over the 
West, including many places that are no 
longer accessible to us.

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DESERT CORNER 
RUBY 

JULY BIRTHSTONE 

  Like a perfect red rose, the Rubyôs rich color 
speaks of love and passion.  Called the 
ñRajnapuraò or King of Gems by ancient Hin-
dus, Julyôs birthstone is among the most 
highly prized gems throughout history.  The 
Ruby was considered to have magical pow-
ers, and was worn by royalty as a talisman 
against evil.  It was thought to grow darker 
when peril was imminent, and to return to its 
original color once danger was past - provided 
it was in the hands of the rightful owner! 
  Rubies were thought to represent heat and 
power.  Ancient tribes used the gem as bullets 
for blowguns, and it was said that a pot of wa-
ter would boil instantly if a Ruby was tossed 
into it.  Ground to powder and placed on the 
tongue, this crystal was used as a cure for in-
digestion. 
  The word Ruby comes from the Latin ñruberò 
meaning red.  It is a variety of the mineral Co-
rundum, and is found as crystals within meta-
morphic rock.  Corundum is the second hard-
est mineral, after Diamond.  It comes in a vari-
ety of colors, and is considered a Sapphire in 
any color except red, which is designated as a 
Ruby.  Rubies range in hue from an orangey 
red to a purplish red, but the most prized 
gems are a true red in color.  Large sized Ru-
bies are very rare and valuable. 
  The history of Ruby mining dates back more 
than 1,500 years ago.  The most beautiful 
crystals are thought to be from Burma, but 
quality Rubies are also found in India, Sri 
Lanka, Australia, Kenya, Tanzania, Afghani-
stan, Pakistan, and the United States. 
  It has been said that the Rubyôs red glow 
comes from an internal flame that cannot be 
extinguished, making a gift of this stone sym-
bolic of everlasting love.  With its hardness 
and durability, it is a perfect engagement gem.  
And if worn on the left hand, ancient lore has 
it that the Ruby will bring good fortune to its

ROADRUNNER 

  Here is a bird who would 
rather run than fly!  He will 
take to flight only as a last 
resort.  He can outrun and 
outdodge anything,  
swerving suddenly into  
thick desert brush.   His  
sturdy legs carry him up to  
15 miles per hour and he  
Is often seen running along roadsides.  The 
Roadrunner grows to 24 inches long and is 
black, brownish-grey and white streaked with 
a black-crested head and nearly black tail.  
His lower belly and underside are white, 
streaked with brown.  He has a pale blue ring 
around his eyes, with a prominent red streak 
at the back of this ring.  This strictly South-
westerner is a bold and curious clown, play-
fully pecking at almost anything with his long, 
strong beak.  His diet is of insects, lizards, 
toads and snakes.  He nests in a bush, tree or 
cholla cactus and is a member of the cuckoo
