An amethyst of gem quality should be 

perfectly transparent, deep purple in 

color, and cut ñbrilliantò.  The six 

sided variety of quartz has pointed 

crystals.  The color variation is due 

to impurities such as iron and manga-

nese.  At one time the amethyst was 

nearly as valuable as the diamond.  

New extensive deposits in many parts 

of the world, especially Siberia, 

Brazil, Mexico, and Nova Scotia, have 

caused this gem to be less than one 

tenth its former value.  Amethysts 

are found in many places in the 

United States and some fine crystals 

have been collected in Chester and 

Delaware counties in Pennsylvania.
