BURRO CREEK 2008

ADVENTURES

Burro Creek BLM Campground
is a rarely beautiful remote spot in
the Sonora Desert, where Burro
Creek slows to form large pools of
azure water on its way to the
Colorado River.

TUFF

Tuff is the accumulation of pyroclastic mate-
rial ejected by volcanic eruptions. It is com-
posed of volcanic ash and dust particles occur-
ring in layers. The thickness of a layer depends
upon the intensity and duration of the volcanic
event. Itis quite porous in its early stage allow-
ing mineralizing solutions to percolate through,
progressively hardening into rock over time.
However, even at its hardest, it can be
scratched with a knife blade.

The Ore Car Mine claim is located on tuff and
is easily found by the club marker at mile 16 off
Lake Shore Drive.

Yucca Mountain, the proposed nuclear waste
depository, is also composed mostly of tuff
ejected from a nearby caldera forming super -
volcano. If water has carried aluminum sili-
cates into the tuff, it may have become the host
to fibrous aggregates, zeolites, which can hold
water. If heated, zeolites will "weep" that water
out.

Scientists tell us the water leached from this
installation will not travel far enough to reach
our underground water table. What about the
unforeseen? What about earthquakes?
