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OCTOBER BIRTHSTONE 

OPAL 

Opals are formed from balls of 
silica. This silica has different 

levels of depth and density and holds water as 

well. That is where the "rainbow" colors come 
from. The opal is used for helping one that 
doesn't want to appear in the front or allows 
you to "fade into the background."
